Due to size constraints, small models can be used that would fit within the space parameters.








Not Allowed at Booth:


Living organisms


Taxidermy specimens or parts


Preserved vertebrates or invertebrates


Human/animal parts or body fluids (for example, blood and urine)


Chemicals


Any sensitive photos


Any substance that is releasing odor.








Students will be responsible for any equipment or electronic devices that will be at their project site that they are using to enhance their project.





The science fair committee reserves the right to remove any apparatus that is deemed unsafe or any project for safety reasons.








 





The following items are NOT permitted to be displayed at the Regional Fair due to safety:





Any glassware including containers containing liquids. Have ALL students remove any glass items from their displays.





Any awards, medals, business cards. Even though these are impressive, they give an unfair advantage over others.





Any sharp items or edges(syringes, needles, knives)  These can be hazardous to students or others viewing projects.





No open flames or combustibles.





Mold regardless if it is in a container may not be present. Only pictures of the mold are allowable.





No food either human or animal food.





No postal addresses, www or email addresses, telephone or fax numbers of Finalists.





No Dry Ice or any other sublimating solids





NO ELECTRICITY will be available due to lack of space and safety.
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
