September 16, 2016:  First meeting of the School Boundary Committee (SBC) – High/Middle School “GGG” 
1. Overview of school boundary development process 
2. Role of the School Boundary Committee 
3. Identification of important issues 
4. Planning Services report on student housing status: population growth projections, school housing capacities, 

target outcomes for boundary changes, etc. 
5. Discussion of school boundary changes  
6. Set next steps and data needed for the next boundary committee meeting 

 
October 20, 2016: Second meeting of the School Boundary Committee 

1. Analysis of impact upon schools of various boundary change options

1. Prior to December 1, 2016: District Administrators and Committee members will conduct one evening meeting for 

each school, or set of schools, open to all parents, to explain the proposed changes to the school boundaries and to 
gather comments 

2. Prior to December 1, 2016:  Planning Department will deliver copies of the proposed new school boundary maps to all 
affected schools. Proposed new school boundary maps will be posted on the Planning Department’s rezoning web 
page 

3. *Prior to November 20, 2016:  Planning Department will notify the School Board that the “2017-2018 School 
Attendance Boundaries” will be presented for consideration and adoption at the December 20, 2016 and the January 
17, 2017 School Board meetings 

4. *Prior to November 20, 2016:  Planning Department will publish legal notice in local newspapers concerning intended 
School Board action on the 2017-2018 School Attendance Boundaries. A copy of this notice will also be posted on the 
Planning Department’s website 

5. Prior to December 1, 2016:  Communications Department will deliver copies of the “Superintendent’s Letter to 
Parents” to all affected schools for immediate distribution to all students and parents 

6. *December 20, 2016:  Date scheduled for “First Reading” of the proposed new boundaries by the School Board 
7. *January 17, 2017:  Date scheduled for “Adoption” of the proposed new school boundaries by the School Board

PURPOSE: 
 
The Purpose of the School Boundary Committee is to: 
 

• Develop and recommend to the Superintendent and the School Board proposed new school 
attendance boundaries that best meet established guidelines 

• Provide direction and advice to the Technical Assistance Subcommittee 
• Review and critique the work of the Technical Assistance Subcommittee 
• Represent the students, parents, communities, schools and district 

 
 
ROLES and RESPONSIBILITIES: 
 
Roles and Responsibilities of the School Boundary Committee are: 
 

• Make a commitment to attend all meetings and participate in communicating with the community 
• Provide feedback to the Technical Assistance Subcommittee 
• Assist in identification of critical issues  
• Help develop a school based communication plan that both informs all parents of the process and 

provides a means for the parents to provide input to their SBC representatives 
• Participate in presentations to SAC committees, PTA’s, and school organizations 
• Provide for rumor control 

 
 
 
 

TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE SUBCOMMITTEE 
 
ROLE and FUNCTION: 
 
The role of the Technical Assistance Subcommittee is to develop proposed new school attendance 
boundaries with advice and direction from the School Boundary Committee members. Such proposed new 
boundaries are to be supported by information which may include current school boundary maps, student 
location maps, statistical reports on student population growth trends, school housing capacity data, and 
analysis of the impact and effect on schools of proposed changes to current school boundary areas.

School attendance boundaries should: 
 
 

Socioeconomic Balance  
Provide a balance of racial and economic diversity among the populations 
served. 

 
 

Feeder Patterns  
Maintain an in-line feeder pattern to the greatest extent possible. 

 
 

Future Growth and Capacity  
Appropriately provide for future growth and optimum utilization of schools within 
the proposed boundaries. 

 
 

Transportation  
Provide for the safe and efficient transportation of students to and from school. 

 
 

Subdivision Integrity  
To the extent possible, incorporate complete neighborhood communities. 
 

 

Planning Integrity  
To the extent possible, should consider long term school construction plans in 
order to provide long term stability to areas affected by proposed boundary 
changes.
