The private school may assist the parent/guardian with completion and submission of the packet. The parent/guardian needs to sign and date the request page of the packet.

Instructions for submitting the service request packet:
1. Complete all three pages of the packet: Parent Request for ESE Services Form (completed and signed by parent/guardian), Parental Input Questionnaire (completed by parent/guardian), and Teacher Input Questionnaire (completed and signed by private school teacher).

2. Attach a copy of the current Individual Education Plan (IEP) or Services Plan (SP). If the student does not have an IEP or SP, submit the most recent ESE eligibility/staffing documentation.
